Parks & Recreation

» Mike Wienecke $10,572 contract for Christmas lighting
throughout the Village common areas is within the budget for
seasonal decorations.

» Cardinal Construction will be repairing Sages Pond
sidewalks that could be tripping hazard and will be extending a
Russell Park sidewalk. This $2725 expense is budgeted in Parks
Maintenance.

» Union County Urban Forester, Bill Smith met with David
Cleveland and Scott Staub of Lucas Landscaping to review trees
and shrubs conditions within the Village. The PRC will be
reviewing the results at their regular meeting October 28.

Council meeting to present their backgrounds and
interest in the open seat appointment.

Council will
vote to appoint one applicant at the November 12
public meeting to serve the two years remaining in
an unexpired term.

Ordinance Citations & Fines

Motorists violating the parking ordinance are
subject to citations and fines. Lake Park’s parking
ordinance protects the 12-foot wide required access
for emergency vehicles responding to persons and
property in need. NC offers municipalities a program
by which the NC Dept of Revenue will withhold unpaid
fines, thereby reducing a NC resident’s tax refund.

Street Lighting

Councilman John Barnes is our liaison with
Union Power for servicing street lighting. If you
have a street lamp that has gone dark, is flickering
or has been damaged, identify the nearest street
address and email john.barnes@Ilakeparknc.gov
John will ensure that the correction is completed.

Falling Leaves Collection

Our waste collection service includes free
removal of all bagged yard debris including all those
colorful autumn leaves. Be sure to bag promptly
and put to the curb by 7am for Thursday pick up.
Environmental stormwater concerns increase if
leaves are blown or collect in street storm drains or
ponds.

Lake Park Receives $47,000

North Carolina Powell Bill funds have been
received for street and sidewalk repairs and
maintenance. Mayor Spence and engineer John Ross
are revisiting our 2010 street study for a new report at
the November Council meeting which recommends
2013-14 fiscal year paving priorities. Revisions are
expected due to work completed since 2010 and any
newer changes in pavement conditions.

Annual Audit Submitted

Cheryl Bennett, Lake Park’s Financial Officer,
annually submits our Village finance records to an
independent auditor as required by the State of North
Carolina. Mrs. Bennett works part time for both Lake
Park and Wesley Chapel, is well experienced in
municipal finance and anticipates that this year’s audit
will continue the Village of Lake Park’s unbroken
approval record. Results from auditor Robert Burns
CPA are expected by November.
