Thank you for taking an interest in our swim lesson
program. We hope the following will answer any
questions you may have.

We believe that with patience, positive encourage-
ment, and frequent repetition of skills, your child will
have a happy, safe, and successful swimming experi-
ence. Itis normal for a child to remain in the same
level for several sessions, especially at the Pre-School
level. It is not realistic to expect that a pre-school non-
swimmer will “learn to swim” in one session of les-
sons. Each child that participates is a success. Repeti-
tion of skills is important and we encourage you to
practice with your child.

To serve you better we have developed a few guide-

lines:

e Most children respond better to their teacher and
learn more when their parents are out of sight.

e [f after two lessons, we find that your child is not
ready for swimming lessons, we will remove the
child from the class roll, recommend that the
child start lessons when they are older, and re-
fund the full class fee to you.

e [faclass is cancelled due to weather, it will be
rescheduled at the earliest opportunity. No class
will be made up due to participant illness.

and legs.

Marlins: Independent swimmers ready for rhythmic
& rotary breathing. Front, back &
elementary backstroke, combined arms, &

Legs. Tread water & survival float

Sharks: Stroke development. This class
offered for private or semi—private
lessons only.
